I am writing to bring to your attention a matter regarding the proposed ( approved through 
motion November 12,2025) 2026 residential property tax rates for the Municipality of Five 
Rivers, in particular with respect to compliance with the Local Governance Reform Act and 
the Tax-Rate Differential Regulation (NB Reg. 2023-36).


After reviewing the approved 2025 rates and the proposed 2026 rates for the municipality’s 
wards/former LSDs, the following data were observed:


*  (1). Richibucto Parish rate increase exceeds the $0.05 limit


Observations:


•All wards except Richibucto Parish are within the provincial limit of $0.05 per $100 
of assessment for annual residential rate increases.


•Richibucto Parish exceeds the allowable increase by 0.0178, which raises a 
potential compliance issue under provincial legislation.


Request:


1.Please provide the municipal by-law that defines the tax-rate (mill-rate) groups, 
including a list of rate groups by former LSD / ward.


2.Provide supporting documentation or calculations showing how the proposed 2026 
rates were determined and whether any special approval or adjustments justify the 
increase in Richibucto Parish above the provincial limit.


3.Confirm whether the municipality has reviewed the proposed rates for compliance 
with NB Reg. 2023-36 and outline any mitigation measures planned to ensure 
compliance.


I respectfully request that this information be provided publicly or directly to me, so that 
residents may verify that Five Rivers is adhering to provincial legislation and that the rate 
increases are being applied fairly and legally.

Dear Members of Council and the By-Law Committee,


I am writing to request clarification and access to municipal documentation regarding the tax 
rate (mill rate) structure currently used within the Municipality of Five Rivers.


As most residents are aware, Five Rivers applies different tax rates across former LSDs and 
wards. However, after reviewing the municipality’s website, budget materials, and public by-
law listings, I have been unable to locate the by-law that formally establishes:


1.The tax-rate / mill-rate groups for the municipality, including


•the list of rate groups,


•the geographic boundaries or former LSD/ward areas that constitute each 
group, and


•the legal justification or basis used to define these groups.


Given that differential tax rates must be supported by a valid municipal by-law and should 
correspond to differences in services, taxation responsibilities, or provincial directives, I 
respectfully request that Council or the By-Law Committee direct me to the specific by-law 
that establishes and defines Five Rivers’ tax-rate groups. If multiple by-laws or schedules are 
involved, please specify each document.


In addition, I am requesting that the municipality provide information confirming that the 
annual increases to each tax-rate group since restructuring—for 2023, 2024, and 2025—are 
compliant with the provincial limits established under the Local Governance Reform, 
particularly the Tax-Rate Differential Regulation (NB Reg. 2023-36), which places caps on 
annual adjustments.


To ensure public confidence and transparency, I request:







2.A summary or documentation showing the year-over-year tax-rate changes for 
each rate group since 2023;


3.Confirmation that each increase complies with the provincial maximum allowable 
adjustment, including the $0.05 per $100 assessment limit for residential properties 
and any associated limits for non-residential rates; and


4.Any supporting background reports or calculations presented to Council when 
these rates were adopted.


Access to this information is essential for public understanding and for ensuring that Five 
Rivers remains in compliance with provincial legislation governing tax-rate differentials and 
the fair treatment of all wards within the municipality.


I would appreciate receiving this information electronically at your earliest convenience. If the 
requested by-law or supporting materials are not publicly available online, I respectfully 
request that they be provided under the municipality’s obligations for public access to records.

To Whom It May Concern,


I am writing as a landowner in the Village of Five Rivers to request:


1.A formal planning and access review concerning several related parcels, and


2.That this matter be explicitly considered and addressed in the preparation of the 
new Five Rivers Rural Plan.


The properties involved are as follows:


•PID 05270595 – vacant lot currently landlocked, held by individual , not developed 
for over 25 years;


•PID 05270579 – property in my duaghers family name;


•PID 06817683 – property over which a right-of-way has been granted;


•Associated New Brunswick Hydro line lands over which the granted right-of-way 
also crosses. Other service industries may be affected ( telecommunications).


1. Background and Access Issue


The parcel identified as PID 05270595 is, for practical purposes, landlocked. The only 
recognized access on record arises from a legal document granting a right-of-way over PID 
06817683. The alignment of this right-of-way:


•Crosses the lands of PID 06817683;


•Crosses New Brunswick Hydro line lands; and


•Occupies and affects my own lands, PID 05270579.


PID 05270579 has remained undeveloped for more than 25 years. This is not for lack of 
intention to use or improve the property, but because of the way access and development 
potential were structured in earlier planning decisions.







My understanding is that the arrangement now on the ground flows from an older Rural Plan 
and subdivision / survey approach, in which the planner at the time enabled or relied upon a 
surveyor’s plan that:


•Granted the right-of-way across PID 06817683;


•Permitted the access alignment to cross the hydro corridor; and


•Left PID 05270595 dependent on this arrangement, while simultaneously burdening 
PID 05270579 and hindering its reasonable development.


In addition, the lands associated with what has been known locally as the “Dunn–Robichaud 
development” have not been developed for a significant number of years. The non-
development of that area, combined with the historical configuration of access and rights-of-
way, now effectively blocks me from realizing the full and reasonable potential of my lands.


In my view, this is the result of poor planning decisions in the past and a lack of coordinated, 
long-term, practical access planning.


2. Request for Planning Review


I respectfully request that KRSC Planning:


1.Review and confirm the current access status of PID 05270595, including:


•Whether it is considered “landlocked” under present planning standards;


•The legal and functional status of the right-of-way across PID 06817683 
and the Hydro lands;


•How this configuration affects my property PID 05270579.


2.Provide a planning opinion and recommendations on how best to correct or 
improve this situation, including, for example:


•Recognition or adjustment of any road allowance or access route in a way 
that is consistent with modern standards;


•Potential subdivision, boundary adjustments, or realignment of rights-of-
way that would give PID 05270595 clear and reasonable access without 
unduly burdening PID 05270579;


•Any other tools available under the Community Planning Act and applicable 
planning instruments.


3.Place this matter on a formal file so that it is part of the record in the new Rural 
Plan process.


3. Request for Consideration in the New Five Rivers Rural Plan


I further request that the new Five Rivers Rural Plan:







•Explicitly recognize and address the access issues related to:


•PID 05270595 (currently landlocked vacant lot);


•PID 05270579 (my adjoining lands affected by the existing right-of-way); 
and


•The route that currently crosses PID 06817683 and the Hydro corridor;


•Review the status of the lands associated with the Dunn–Robichaud development, 
given that they have not been developed for many years, and consider whether the 
assumptions and access patterns embedded in the older plan remain appropriate;


•Include, more generally, policies and mapping that prevent or correct situations 
where lots are effectively landlocked or where historic right-of-way alignments 
prevent reasonable use of adjoining lands.


My objective is not simply to complain about past decisions, but to work constructively with 
KRSC and the Municipality so that:


•My lands can be used to their full, reasonable potential;


•The access arrangements are rationalized; and


•The new Rural Plan does not perpetuate the problems created by the old plan, 
especially in relation to the Dunn–Robichaud area and the affected PIDs noted 
above.


I would appreciate confirmation that this letter and supporting information will be:


•Placed on file with respect to the new Five Rivers Rural Plan; and


•Responded to with a written planning opinion or recommendations regarding access 
and potential remedies.

Subject:  Closed Meetings: Code of Conduct and Conflict of Interest  


 


 


It has come to our attention that many local government councils are discussing and 
rendering decisions on code of conduct and conflict of interest complaints in closed 
meetings. The Commission has also viewed media reports about local governments 
classifying elected officials (mayors and councillors) as employees for the purposes of 
going into closed meetings to discuss and / or vote on alleged code of conduct by-law 
violations and alleged conflicts of interest provision violations. This is not permitted 
under section 68 of the Local Governance Act.  


 
Mayors and councillors are not employees of local governments. Specifically, the Local 
Governance Act provides:  
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“84.1(1) A member of council is not eligible for appointment as an officer of the local 
government or for employment with the local government, including an appointment or 
employment for no remuneration, at any time while the person holds office as a member 
of council.” 


 
Subsections 68(1) and 68(2) of the Local Governance Act set out the list of matters that 
may discussed and decided in a closed meeting of council. The list does not include 
code of conduct by-law or conflict of interest provision violation allegations. 


 
 
“68(1)A council meeting or a committee of council meeting may be closed to the public 
for the duration of the discussion if it is necessary to discuss 


(a) information of which the confidentiality is protected by law, 
(b) personal information as defined in the Right to Information and Protection of 
Privacy Act, 
(c) information that could cause financial loss or gain to a person or the local 
government or could jeopardize negotiations leading to an agreement or contract, 
(d) the proposed or pending acquisition or disposition of land, 
(e) information that could violate the confidentiality of information obtained from 
the Government of Canada or from the government of a province or territory, 
(f) information concerning legal opinions or advice provided to the local 
government by its solicitor or privileged communications between solicitor and 
client in a matter of local government business, 
(g) litigation or potential litigation affecting the local government or any corporation 
referred to in subsection 8(1), the local government’s agencies, boards or 
commissions including a matter before an administrative tribunal, 
(h) the access to or security of buildings and other structures occupied or used by 
the local government or access to or security of systems of the local government, 
including computer or communication systems, 
(i) information gathered by the police, including the Royal Canadian Mounted 
Police, in the course of investigating any illegal activity or suspected illegal activity, 
or the source of that information, 
(j) labour and employment matters, including the negotiation of collective 
agreements. 
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68(2) If a meeting is closed to the public under subsection (1), no decision shall 
be made at the meeting except for decisions related to the following matters: 
(a) procedural matters; 
(b) directions to an officer or employee of the local government; 
(c) directions to a solicitor for the local government.” [Emphasis Added] 
 


 
As noted above, we are aware that some local governments are discussing and / or 
deciding these issues in closed meetings because they appear to view them as human 
resource matters under subsection 68(1)(j), which covers “labour and employment 
matters, including collective agreement negotiations.” 


 
As mayors and councillors are not employees of local governments, it is a violation of the 
Local Governance Act for local governments to be discussing and / or deciding these 
matters in closed meetings. This practice also denies public accountability and 
transparency not only to complainants, but also to the broader public served by elected 
officials. 


 
A recent (2024) Labour and Employment Board decision here in New Brunswick that 
established that council members are not employees of the local governments they 
represent for the purposes of the Employment Standards Act:  Septon v Hanwell 
(Municipality), 2024 CanLII 47665 (NB LEB) ( https://canlii.ca/t/k4vvb).   


 


In addition, the Commission has also taken the time to address the issue of council 
members not being employees in their decision: A. MacGregor v. the Council of the Rural 
Community of Strait Shores (https://www.lgcnb-cglnb.ca/wp-
content/uploads/2025/04/Decision-Code-of-Conduct-MacGregor-and-Council-of-Strait-
Shores.pdf).   


 
Given the above, local governments should review their mandatory code of conduct by-
laws to ensure they are not requiring that alleged code of conduct by-law violations and 
conflict of interest provision violations be discussed and/ or decided in closed 
meetings.  As mayors and councillors are not employees, council cannot invoke 
subsection 68(1)(j), or any other provision in subsection 68(1), of the Local Governance 
Act to justify deciding alleged code of conduct by-law violations and alleged conflict of

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interest provision violations in closed meetings. These are not human resource or 
employment matters. 


 


Important Exception: 


Subsection 5(2) of the Code of Conduct Regulation – Local Governance Act, which sets 
out the required contents of local government code of conduct by-laws, provides that 
some matters related to alleged code of conduct and conflict of interest violations, 
specifically, investigation reports, may discussed in closed meetings. Subsection 5(2) 
provides that: 


 
“5(2) If the report deals with any of the matters referred to in subsection 68(1) of the Act, 
the public may be excluded from the meeting for the duration of the review under 
paragraph (1)(a).” [Emphasis Added] 


 
As such, if, for example, a report contains advice from the local government’s solicitor, 
that information only could be discussed in a closed meeting pursuant to subsections 
68(1) (f) of the Local Governance Act: “(f) information concerning legal opinions or advice 
provided to the local government by its solicitor or privileged communications between 
solicitor and client in a matter of local government business”. However, the entirety of 
council’s discussion of the matter must not be conducted in a closed meeting, and 
any decisions on these matters must be made in open meetings.  


 


Regional Service Commissions:  


The same principles and requirements outlined above apply equally to board members 
of Regional Service Commissions (RSCs), who are also elected officials. Where an RSC 
opts to enact a code of conduct by-law, it must comply with the Code of Conduct 
Regulation – Regional Service Delivery Act. That Regulation also sets out at subsection 
5(2) what board members may discuss in closed meetings related to alleged code of 
conduct and conflict of interest violations: 
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“5(2) If the report deals with any of the matters referred to in subsection 68(1) of the Local 
Governance Act, the public shall be excluded from the meeting for the duration of the 
review under paragraph (1)(a).”

We are incredibly grateful for the support of the Rexton Recreation Council for Sistema NB—thank 
you. I continue to be inspired by the impact Sistema NB is having on children, families, and 
communities across New Brunswick. 


I am writing to ask if the Rexton Recreation Council would continue as a valued partner of 
Sistema NB. 


Sistema NB is a daily after-school program that uses music and the orchestra to create positive social 
change for children who might not otherwise have the opportunity. Now in our 17th year, we have seen 
firsthand how immersing children in orchestral music builds focus, discipline, mutual respect, and 
teamwork—qualities essential not only for musicians but for success in life. The orchestra itself is key: it 
gives children a sense of belonging, where mutual support and the success of the group come first. 


Sistema Richibucto now serves roughly 90 students from École Soleil Levant, École Calixte-F.-Savoie, 
École Dr-Marguerite-Michaud, and École Mgr-Marcel-François-Richard in the Francophone South 
School District and Rexton Elementary School and Eleanor W. Graham School from the Anglophone 
North School District.  The Centre operates in partnership with the Francophone South School District 
and the Anglophone North School District. 


Sistema NB fosters an atmosphere of encouragement and sheer joy in music. Children reach 
impressive levels of musical performance, but more importantly, they experience a transformational 
moment when they realize the connection between hard work and achievement. That moment—when a 
child understands, "I can do things. I can succeed."—is life-changing. It builds confidence and 
self-esteem, shaping a mindset that stays with them long after they leave the program. 


To continue this work, we need to ensure every child has access to a quality instrument. The annual 
budget for instrument purchase and repair for the Richibucto alone is approximately $8,125. I am 
reaching out to ask the Rexton Recreation Council to consider a contribution of $1,000 this year, 
designated for the purchase and maintenance of musical instruments. This investment would 
directly support our students, giving them the tools they need to learn, grow, and succeed.

Five Rivers 


is finalizing a Purchase and Sale Agreement (PSA) for the South Lot, which has been and will be reviewed by legal 


counsel to ensure that Five Rivers has a buy-back clause to protect against future sales and transfers.

We have received two proposals for the North Lot. The administration will evaluate them and will forward them to 


Council in January for decision. 


11 Developer Agreement for Housing 


Development on PID 25125626. 


Five Rivers has submitted a grant application to RDC to cover up to 83% of the cost to install public infrastructure 


(street & sewer) on the Shoreway property at PID 25125626 (off Main Street). Total estimated cost is $1.8M but 


project can be descoped. We are still waiting to hear the decision of the RDC. Alex Mason has asked us to complete a 


federal form (the CHIF program providing 33% of the funding is a federal program). 


12 Purchase & Sales Agreement for 


Industrial Park Property 


Admin is in the final stages of completing a Purchase and Sales Agreement (PSA) for an industrial park property with 


Warman, which has been reviewed by legal counsel. Expected proceeds from sale = $55k. The final PSA will include a 


buy-back clause to protect against future sales and transfers. 


13 New PSA for municipal property 


sold earlier this year 


In April, Five Rivers sold PID 25497041 in the industrial park to Manuel Development Group Inc. (MDG) for about $10k. 


In October, MDG informed us that it planned to sell the property to Flagpoint Construction. On the advice of legal 


counsel, Five Rivers is preparing a Developer’s Agreement and a PSA for Flagpoint that includes a buy-back clause to 


protect against future sales and transfers. 


14 MOUs with Local Groups After completing the 2025-2026 agreement with Kent Curling, we plan to draft MOUs for the Historical Society, Lion’s 


Club, baseball leagues, Ju-Jitsu Club, and Upriver Country Market. 


15 Lagoon Upgrade  


Phase II 


CBCL is conducting an assessment of future requirements at the Lagoon. We also met with Ecofix (from UNMB 


conference), who would work through CBCL.

16 Bonar Law Operations Repairs THC attempted to do repairs at BLC this fall but could not find contractors. THC plans to do the work this spring, 


which may enable us to open in the summer. 


17 TransAqua Proposal The village has not responded to TransAqua regarding the five consulting services they offered in response to our 


letter. 


18 EV Charging System Earlier this year, Five Rivers received a proposal from LED Hubs Inc. to install EV charging stations. LED Hubs has 


worked with municipalities across Canada. We plan to revisit their proposal in 2026. 


19 CN Rail Payment for Fires The municipality is preparing an application to have CN pay to replace equipment damaged in the railway fires. 


20 JDI Forestry Plan At the UMNB conference, JDI presented an option for municipalities to identify forest land to be protected and forest 


land to be used by JDI. Admin will review the proposition and may bring the matter to Council. 


21 Year-End Accounting Review Admin has scheduled a meeting with Serge Robichaud of the firm Bourque Richard Boutot to help us confirm our 


year-end position, which will enable us to determine the funds that can be transferred to reserves in December. Due 


to staffing issues, we had to reschedule the meeting. 


22 Changes to Accounting Practices, 


Policies, & Systems 


In 2025, admin did not have the time or resources to consider a full transition to a new accounting system. We are 


planning to better align our chart of accounts in November and December and possibly January so our accounts are 


better aligned with the provincial codes, which will improve the timeliness and accuracy of our reporting. 


23 Bridge Replacement on 


Richibucto River 


DTI has announced a plan to replace Richibucto River Bridge #2 next year. This bridge, built in 1914, connects Main 


River Creek Road across the Richibucto River at Graham Point. Admin was made aware of this by a relative of a local 


resident who is due to have land appropriated by GNB to support the new bridge. The resident also has asked for 


more information about the design of the new bridge and how it might affect traffic. Admin will follow up with DTI to 


find out more about the new bridge.

30 Renewable Energy Project WPD-Canada, a renewable energy company with headquarters in Toronto, is exploring a potential renewable energy 


project (a solar project) in Five Rivers. Last week, WPD met with the Mayor, Deputy Mayor, and the CAO to discuss the 


project.

32 Non-PMHP Priorities In October, DTI sent a letter to Five Rivers (in care of Mayor Beers) that invited us to submit our priorities for roadwork 


on non-designated highways through a new on-line form (see Appendix 1).

By-Law B.04.01 


Respecting Mobile Vendors and Peddlers 


1. AUTHORITY. The Council of Fiver Rivers, under the authority vested in it by the Local Governance Act, S.N.B. 2017, 


c. 18. 


2. PURPOSE. To ensure the consistency of all applications for Mobile Vendors within the boundaries of the 


Municipality. 


3. DEFINITIONS. 


3.1. “CAO” means the Chief Administrative Officer of Five Rivers.  


3.2. “Licensed vendor” refers to an individual or business that has obtained a permit, authorization, or license 


from a governing authority to sell goods or operate in a specific location or industry. The license 


demonstrates compliance with relevant laws, regulations, and standards, ensuring the vendor can legally 


conduct business and potentially collect taxes such as sales taxes. The specific requirements and type of 


license vary depending on the nature of the business, the products or services offered, and the area. 


3.3. "Mobile Vendor" refers to someone who sells goods, products, or merchandise in public places (streets, 


sidewalks, parking lots, parks, etc.) on an intermittent and temporary basis from a mobile structure such 


as a food truck. 


3.4. “Municipality” refers to the municipality of Five Rivers, which is comprised of the former village of Rexton, 


parts of the former Local Service Districts (LSDs) Harcourt and Weldford, and all of the former LSD 


Richibucto Parish. 


3.5. “Non-edible goods” refers to any item that is not meant for human or animal consumption. Examples of 


non-edible goods from licensed vendors include vehicles, auto parts, machinery, furniture, electronic 


devices, and construction materials. Examples of non-edible goods from unlicensed vendors include 


homemade arts and crafts (such as jewelry, pottery, quilts), specialty goods (such as paintings, flower 


baskets, knit clothing), and other miscellaneous merchandise. 


3.6. “Peddler” refers to someone who sells goods in public places (streets, sidewalks, parking lots, parks, etc.) 


on an intermittent and temporary basis. 


3.7. “Edible goods” refers to foods and/or beverages that are meant for human or animal consumption. Some 


edible goods are perishable goods that require refrigeration to prevent spoilage. Examples of perishable 
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goods include eggs, dairy products, frozen treats, as well as raw seafood, meat, and poultry. In addition, 


many prepared foods such as salads, sandwiches, and quiches contain perishable ingredients such as 


mayonnaise or cream cheese. Other edible goods have medium-to-long shelf lives and do not require 


constant refrigeration. Examples of these edible goods are fruits, vegetables, maple syrup, and baked 


goods.  


3.8. “Prepared foods and/or beverages” refers to food and drink products sold for immediate consumption 


that can be purchased from restaurants, grocery stores, food trucks, and other establishments. These 


items include things such as pizza, sandwiches, salads, and ready-to-eat meals. They are distinct from 


basic groceries, which are typically unprocessed and sold for home preparation. 


3.9. “Public Property” refers to any property owned by the Municipality of Five Rivers. 


3.10. “Unlicensed vendor” refers to an individual or business that has not obtained a permit, authorization, or 


license from a governing authority to sell goods. Unlicensed vendors operate at their own risk and often 


sell goods on a short-term and/or seasonal basis at local markets, roadside stands, craft shows, and yard 


or garage sales. 


4. LICENSE REQUIREMENTS AND PAYMENT. 


4.1. Unlicensed vendors and peddlers are not required to purchase a peddler’s license from the Municipality. 


4.2. All licensed vendors and peddlers must purchase a peddler’s license from the Municipality to sell goods 


on any private or public property within Five Rivers.1 


4.3. Licensed vendors and peddlers must use the online form to apply for their license (there are 1-day, 1-


week, 1-month, and 1-year options). 


4.4. Licensed vendors and peddlers must render payment to the Municipality within thirty (30) days of 


receiving their license. See Policy P.04 (Municipal Fees and Charges) for a list of peddler licenses and fees. 


5. OTHER RULES AND OPERATING PARAMETERS. 


5.1. Mobile vendors and peddlers, both licensed and unlicensed, may not locate and conduct their business 


from a property where a Fire Station is located. 


5.2. Licensed mobile vendors and peddlers may not locate and conduct their business from properties where 


the municipal office and Public Works building are located. 


5.3. All mobile vendors and peddlers must ensure that someone attends and is responsible for their vending 


structure at all times during operating hours. 


5.4. All mobile vendors and peddlers must obtain written permission from the Municipality to erect signage 


that is not directly attached to their vending structure. 


 
1 The Municipality may waive the license fee if it has arranged to have a vendor or peddler operate at a public event on 


a municipal property (for example, to have a food truck at a municipal festival). 
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5.5. All mobile vendors and peddlers must conduct their business in a manner that does not hinder, obstruct, or 


delay pedestrians. 


5.6. All mobile vendors and peddlers must conduct their business in a manner that does pose any threat to 


public safety, including vehicular traffic. 


5.7. The Municipality, in its sole discretion, may require mobile vendors and peddlers to implement barriers, 


pylons, signage, and other such features to preserve public safety.  


5.8. The Municipality, in its sole discretion, may require a mobile vendor or a peddler to terminate their 


operation or relocate their vending structure to preserve public safety. 


5.9. A mobile vendor or peddler cannot transfer or assign a peddler’s license to another mobile vendor or 


peddler.  


5.10. The Municipality may revoke a peddler’s license if a mobile vendor or peddler violates any term or 


condition in this by-law. 


5.11. The CAO, in their sole discretion, may waive or reduce a peddler’s license fee, although any such waiver 


shall only be issued to account for exceptional circumstances and shall not demonstrate any favoritism 


toward a given mobile vendor or peddler. 


6. FINES. 


6.1. Mobile vendors and peddlers that fail to acquire a required license are subject to a fine of $100 per day. 


6.2. Mobile vendors and peddlers shall be subject to a fine of up to $2500 for damages to public property that 


resulted from their operations. 


6.3. Mobile vendors and peddlers shall be subject to a fine of up to $500 if Five Rivers has to clean up any 


mess, litter, or clutter left on public property because of their operations. 


7. REPEAL OF PRIOR BY-LAW. This By-Law B.04.01 repeals By-Law 22-01, enacted by the Village of Rexton in 2022.

By-Law B.05.02 


RESPECTING THE SEWER SYSTEM 


1. AUTHORITY. The Council of Fiver Rivers, under the authority vested in it by section 81 of the Local Governance Act, 


enacts this by-law to regulate the use of the sewer system in Five Rivers. 


2. DEFINITIONS. 


2.1. “Backwater value” means a device that prevents the flow of liquids and solids from reversing their 


direction. Examples of liquids and solids include water and sewage. 


2.2. “BOD” means biochemical oxygen demand as in the quantity of oxygen used in the biochemical oxidation 


of organic matter in a specified time, at a specified temperature, and under other specific conditions. 


2.3. “CAO” means the Chief Administrative Officer of Five Rivers.  


2.4. “Developed property” means a parcel of land with structural buildings that support human occupancy. 


2.5. “Leaseholder” refers to any tenant that the owner permits to use his or her property according to the 


terms of a lease. 


2.6. “Mains” refers to all common sewers and related systems of Five Rivers in Rexton. 


2.7. “Municipality” refers to the municipality of Five Rivers, which is comprised of the former village of Rexton, 


parts of the former Local Service Districts (LSDs) Harcourt and Weldford, and all of the former LSD 


Richibucto Parish. 


2.8. “Owner” means the legal owner of the property or premises. 


2.9. “Private system” means a sewerage system or pipeline that (a) resides outside right-of-way of 


Five Rivers and (b) is not owned by Five Rivers. 


2.10. “Residential dwelling” refers to a house, a condominium, an apartment, a mobile home or trailer, a group 


of rooms, or a single room occupied as separate living quarters, or if vacant, intended for occupancy as 


separate living quarters. Separate living quarters are those in which the occupants live separately from 


other individuals in the building and have direct access from outside the building or through a common 


hall. For clarity with respect to billing, a duplex would represent two (2) residential dwellings. 
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2.11. “Rexton” refers to the former village of Rexton, which became part of Five Rivers on January 1, 2023, 


through New Brunswick’s local government reform. The boundaries of Rexton are shown below. 


 


 


2.12. “Sanitary sewer” means a sewer that carries and receives water-borne wastes from residential, 


institutional, commercial, or industrial buildings, and to which storm, surface, or ground waters shall not 


be admitted. 


2.13. “Service” means a sewer system pipe extending from a sewer system main line to any building. 


2.14. “Service connection” means a sewer service pipe extending from a sewer main line to the limits of the 


road or street. 


2.15. “Service connector” means any piping system that conveys sewage or liquid waste from any private 


property to the sewer system in Five Rivers in Rexton. 


2.16. “Storm sewer” or “storm drains” means a sewer system that receives and carries storm water and 


surface runoff water. 


2.17. “Sewage” means wastewater and waste matter that is discharged from residences and from commercial, 


industrial, institutional, and public facilities of Five Rivers in Rexton. 
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2.18. “Undeveloped property” means a parcel of land with no structural buildings capable of supporting human 


occupancy. Undeveloped properties may also be called “vacant lots.” 


2.19. “User” means any person or structure connected to the sewer system of Five Rivers in Rexton. A “user” 


may or may not also be the “Owner” of the property or premises. 


2.20. “Sewer system” refers to the system of storm sewers and sanitary sewers that is owned or leased and 


operated by the municipality of Five Rivers in Rexton, including wastewater mains, branch mains, force 


mains, drains, pumps, treatment works, cleanouts, discharge outlets, and other elements owned or leased 


by Five Rivers to collect, treat, and dispose of surface water and wastewater. The term “sewer system” 


shall be used in this document instead of the term “sewerage” to avoid confusion with the term “sewage.” 


3. SERVICE APPLICATION PROCESS.  


3.1. When an owner requires a one-time service connection, the municipality will not plan and schedule the 


work until the owner (a) applies for and receives a sewer connection permit from Five Rivers (see 


Appendix 1) and (b) submits full payment for the permit and the related connection fee to the Treasurer. 


3.2. Upon receipt of the application and payment, the CAO will direct the work to be completed, unless, in the 


opinion of the CAO, the work cannot be completed without a compromise or a risk of compromise to the 


working order and operation of the sewer system.  


3.3. When the CAO rejects an application, the applicant may appeal the decision in a written letter addressed 


to Council, who will hear and render a final decision on the appeal in the next meeting of Council. 


4. MUNICIPAL OPERATION. 


4.1. Five Rivers shall own, operate, and maintain all sewer systems within the former village of Rexton except 


for private sewer systems that have been approved by Council. 


4.2. Within the boundaries of the former village of Rexton, Five Rivers shall supply a sewer service for:  


4.2.1. the domestic uses of municipal residents; 


4.2.2. the general uses of Five Rivers, its employees, and its departments, including the Public Works 


Department, the Fire Departments; and 


4.2.3. the general uses of commercial or industrial enterprises, public institutions, and non-profit 


organizations such as schools and churches that are located inside Five Rivers in Rexton. 


4.3. Five Rivers may not provide a sewer service to any user if the CAO believes doing so would impair the 


municipality’s ability to provide service to other users. 


4.4. Five Rivers reserves the right not to lay pipe(s) at any time when, in the opinion of Five Rivers, conditions 


or circumstances are not suitable to perform the work. 


4.5. Five Rivers shall have access to any property or premises to inspect sewer system components or for any 


other purpose associated with the operation and maintenance of the sewer system. 
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4.6. No owner or occupier of any premises shall permit drainage from the perimeter drain or roof thereof to 


flow directly or indirectly to the sewer system. 


4.7. The Manager of Public Works, or anyone acting as an agent on behalf of Five Rivers, may inspect, without 


constraints and at all reasonable times, the plumbing and private sewerage system installed in any 


premises or on any property of Five Rivers in Rexton. 


4.8. No excavation shall be made in any street, lane, or thoroughfare within Rexton, for the purpose of 


connecting any private residence, building, or premises to the municipal sewer system, from 


December 1 to May 1, without the consent of the CAO. 


5. CONNECTION TO AND USE OF SEWER SYSTEM. 


5.1. All connections to municipal sewer pipes must conform to the plumbing and other building codes of the 


Province of New Brunswick. 


5.2. All stations, garages, and buildings that are used to repair or service motor vehicles that connect to the 


sewer system of Five Rivers in Rexton shall install in their sewer system a grease trap or oil separator that 


complies with applicable regulations of the Province of New Brunswick. 


5.3. The owner of a developed property located within 250 feet of the municipal sewer system shall connect to 


the sewer system of Five Rivers and be required to pay the applicable service fees. 


5.4. The owner of a developed property located within 250 feet of the municipal sewer system that has a 


preexisting septic system may be granted an exemption from the requirement under subsection 5.3 if 


(a) their septic system has been approved by a building inspector for Five Rivers and (b) their property 


complies with the zoning regulations related to septic systems in the Five Rivers Rural Plan. To apply for 


the exemption, the owner must submit their request in writing to the Manager of Public Works, who in 


consultation with the CAO will decide whether to grant exemption.  


5.5. The owner of a developed property located more than 250 feet from the municipal sewer system may 


apply to receive sewer service from Five Rivers, subject to the approval of Five Rivers and to the owner’s 


agreement to cover the full cost of installation as determined by Five Rivers. 


5.6. The owner of an undeveloped property that is located within 250 feet of the municipal sewer system shall 


pay the sewer service fee for a vacant lot under Policy P.04. 


5.7. For new sewer connections, the minimum size for sewer pipe shall be six foot. Larger sizes may be 


required for buildings with three of more dwellings, subject to the approval of the Manager of 


Public Works. 


5.8. The owner shall be liable for all costs to install, repair, replace, and maintain the wastewater connection 


from their residence to municipality’s property line. These costs shall include the cost of materials and 


labor as well as the cost to repair public property such as roads and streets. 


 


5.9. Once an owner connects a building on their property to the municipal sewer system, the owner shall 


become a user of that service and must disconnect all buildings on that property from any other sewer 


service and thereafter, must not use any alternative sewer service in any building on their property unless 


approved to do so by Council. 
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5.10. The owner of a building shall take all steps necessary to maintain in good working order the sewerage 


laterals that service the building, including the portion of the sewerage lateral located between the 


property line and the sanitary sewer. 


5.11. The owner and operator of a private sewer system, including those used by residential dwellings, must 


keep those systems in good repair, to protect the sewer system of Five Rivers in Rexton. 


5.12. If a property can receive sewer service from Five Rivers, the owner shall not install a septic tank or a septic 


field on that property without the approval of Council, which must be affirmed through a resolution of 


Council. 


5.13. No person shall tap into, connect to, or otherwise access a sewer main of Five Rivers in Rexton without 


obtaining the written approval of the CAO. 


5.14. All sewer connections must have check valves, back flow devices, or other such apparatus to prevent the 


flow of any substance from the municipal sewer service connection pipes to enter the building or structure. 


5.15. All wastewaters must be discharged into a public sewer or an approved private sewer system. 


 


5.16. No person shall discharge into any sanitary sewer, or cause to be discharged into any sanitary sewer, or 


continue to discharge into any sanitary sewer, any storm water, surface water, ground water, roof run-off 


water, sub-surface drainage water, cooling water, unpolluted industrial water. 


5.17. Storm water and all other unpolluted drainage shall be discharged to a storm sewer of Five Rivers in 


Rexton, or to a natural outlet. 


5.18. No person shall uncover, make any connections with or openings into, use, alter, or otherwise disturb any 


part of the sewer system of Five Rivers in Rexton without the express written permission of the CAO. For 


example, a sump pump shall not be drained into the public sewer without the express written permission 


of the CAO. 


5.19. No person shall drain or deposit anything in the municipal sewer system that may impair, damage, or 


obstruct the normal operation of the system, including, but not limited to, the following: 


5.19.1. Matter having a temperature greater than 65 degrees Celsius. 


5.19.2. Matter that may contain fat, oil, or grease of more than 100 parts per million by weight (ppm), 


of animal or vegetable origin, or 15 parts per million (ppm) by weight of petroleum origin or 


lubricants of synthetic origin. 


5.19.3. Gasoline, benzene, naphthalene, fuel oil, acetone, solvents, or other inflammable or 


explosive matter. 


5.19.4. Ashes, cinders, garbage, sand, mud, straw, shavings, metal, glass, rags, feathers, tar, plastics, 


wood, cellulose, paunch, manure, or other solids of a type or quantity capable of causing an 


obstruction to sewer flow or other interference with the proper operation of sewage works. 


5.19.5. Matter having a pH lower than 6.0 or higher than 9.5. 


5.19.6. Any liquid matter containing suspended solids exceeding 350 milligrams per liter. 
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5.19.7. Matter that may cause the death of, or injury to, any person.  


5.19.8. Matter that could damage or endanger the structures, equipment, or personnel of the sewage 


works. 


5.19.9. Hydrogen sulfide, carbon bisulfide, ammonia, trichloroethylene, and other halogen substituted 


hydrocarbons, sulfur dioxide, formaldehyde, chlorine, bromine, pyridine, or any other matter that 


(a) has or may cause an offensive odor or (b) may create a public hazard or nuisance. 


5.19.10. Any matter in which the Biological Oxygen Demand (BOD) exceeds 300 parts per million (ppm). 


5.19.11. Animal waste of any type, including hair, wool, fur, feathers, intestines or stomach casings, 


paunch, mature, or intestinal contents, hides or parts thereof, hooves, toenails, horns, bones, 


and fleshings. 


5.19.12. Matter containing a toxic, corrosive, or poisonous substance in sufficient quantity to injure or 


interfere with any sewage treatment process or matter that constitutes a hazard to the health 


of any human or animal. Five Rivers may, as it deems necessary, set limits on other toxic or 


poisonous substances that may enter sewer system and may alter the acceptable levels of 


those substances as established in this by-law. Waste considered to be toxic or poisonous shall 


include, but not be limited to, waste that contains metals or chemicals such as cyanide, 


chromium, phenols, and copper with concentrations exceed the levels defined in Table 1 below.

6. DISCONNECTION FROM SEWER SYSTEM. 


6.1. Five Rivers reserves the right to disconnect from a sewer service if the related owner or user violates any 


provision of this by-law. 


6.2. Five Rivers may disconnect the sewer service if it does not receive full payment for the service for more 


than ninety (90) days after said payments are due, as specified in Appendix 1 and Appendix 2. Owners who 


fail to submit payment to Five Rivers in time and in full for service shall be subject to pay the applicable 


disconnection and reconnection fees. Five Rivers shall provide written notice at least two weeks in 


advance of a planned disconnect date. 


 


6.3. An owner may request to have sewer service to a property discontinued on any basis upon filing a written 


request with Five Rivers, but no credit will be given for any of that 6-month billing period. 


6.4. If a sewer service is disconnected for any reason, the owner must pay any applicable fees listed and 


described in Appendix 2. If repairs or other work are required to shut-off values or valve boxes to facilitate 


service disconnection, the owner must pay for the cost of such repairs and related work. 


7. REPAIR AND MAINTENANCE. 


7.1. Five Rivers shall pay for the cost to repair and maintain all elements of the sewer system that are located 


within the boundaries of the former village of Rexton, including its right-of-way. 


7.2. The owner shall pay for the cost to repair and maintain all elements of the sewer system that is located 


within the Owner’s property, including connection pipes, fittings, valves, and appurtenances. 


7.3. If the sewer system of one non-municipal property connects to the sewer system of another non-


municipal property before it connects to the sewer system of Five Rivers in Rexton, the owners of the non-


municipal properties shall be responsible to establish an agreement regarding the actions and costs to 


repair and maintain their sewer system. 


7.4. All work conducted on the sewer system of Five Rivers in Rexton must be completed or authorized by the 


Manager of Public Works Department for Five Rivers. 
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8. RATES, FEES, CHARGES, FINES, PENALTIES. 


8.1. Under section 81 of the Local Governance Act, Five Rivers has the authority to charge user fees to cover 


its costs to (a) finance, operate, and maintain its sewer system and (b) connect and disconnect from the 


sewer system of Five Rivers in Rexton. 


8.2. All fees, charges, and fines related to this by-law are presented in Policy P.04, the policy document of 


Five Rivers that contains its complete list of fees, charges, and fines for all municipal services.  


8.3. Unless the owner has a signed agreement with Five Rivers that exempts the owner from certain fees and 


charges, Owners shall be subject to pay applicable fees and charges. 


8.4. Each calendar year, Five Rivers will issue sewer bills after January 31 and before April 1. The owner shall 


be responsible to pay in full all sewer fees and charges, including connection and disconnection fees, on or 


before May 31. 


8.5. Owners that fail to pay their sewer bills on or before May 31 shall be subject to pay penalties.  


8.6. When Five Rivers installs a sewer service connection when the ground is frozen, the user is subject to pay 


an additional surcharge. 


8.7. When Five Rivers installs a sewer service connection that requires the municipality to disturb or modify 


streets, curbs, or sidewalks, the property owner is subject to pay an additional surcharge, as specified in 


Policy P.04. Note that the municipality may not action such requests where the work will take place during 


the winter months (November to March). 


8.8. When Five Rivers installs a sewer service connection that requires the municipality to disturb or modify 


streets, curbs, or sidewalks, the municipality shall process the request on a best-efforts basis while 


considering factors such as time-of-year, weather, contractor availability, and potential impacts on 


municipal infrastructure and operations. The municipality cannot guarantee that such requests will be 


processed within a certain time, especially during the winter months (November to March). 


8.9. Five Rivers reserves the right, at its own discretion, to waive any fee, charge, or fine, or to grant a rebate or 


refund, on a case-by-case basis. 


8.10. Any person who breaks or causes a sewer pipe or any other component of the sewer system to be broken, 


is liable to pay a fine. 


 


9. LIABILITY.  


9.1. Five Rivers shall not be liable for any loss, damage, or injury caused or done by reason of the intermittent 


flow of the sewer system. 


9.2. Five Rivers shall not be liable for any loss, damage, or injury caused or done by reason of the installation of 


a service connection to the municipal sewer system. 


9.3. No person shall be entitled to receive damages for the discontinuance of sewer service hereunder. 


10. REPEAL OF PRIOR BY-LAW. This By-Law B.05.02 repeals By-Law B.05.01, enacted by Five Rivers in May 2025. 
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11. EFFECTIVE DATE.

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ABOUT FIVE RIVERS 
 
The municipality of Five Rivers (outlined in picture on 
right) was born on January 1, 2023, as a result of Local 
Governance Reform in New Brunswick. It contains the 
former village of Rexton, as well as all of the former 
Local Service District (LSD) of Richibucto Parish, as 
well as parts of the former LSDs of Harcourt and 
Weldford. The five rivers in Five Rivers are Richibucto 
River, Bass River, Molus River, Coal Branch River, and 
St. Nicholas River. 
 
Five Rivers is in Kent County (shown below). The official population of Five Rivers is about 3400. Five 
Rivers contains the First Nation of Elsipogtog, which has a population of about 3000. Five Rivers 
also borders Beaurivage to the north, a municipality with more than 4000 residents. Combined, the 
area’s population exceeds 10,000, a figure that swells in cottage season as the area welcomes 
seasonal residents, as well as tourists, who travel to the area to visit Kouchibouguac National Park. 
 
 
HISTORY OF THE CENTRE 
 
In the early to mid-1980’s, the Village of Rexton Municipal Council agreed that there was a need for 
both additional recreation and a facility that would be able to host larger groups for the community 
and surrounding area.  Following much consideration and analyzing through a regional survey, it 
was decided to bring curling to our area.  The facility was built in 1984, with four standard curling 
ice sheets and a lobby area. A Lease Agreement was stuck between the Municipality and the Rexton 
Curling Club Inc. organization to operate the curling sport.   
 
In 2010, the Municipality oversaw improvements and an expansion on the north end of the facility.  
Rexton received a grant from the province to add a commercial kitchen, bar, office, two changing 
room, new bathrooms and an outdoor skating rink.  The new features to the building open 
discussions to renaming the “Rexton Curling Club” to the “Rexton Sports & Recreation Centre”. 
 


After 35 years of operating, during the 3-year global pandemic, the non-
profit organization faced challenges that led to a different management 
dynamic.  In 2021, the Municipality agreed to oversee the facility 
operations to allow curling to continue.  In the spirit of the new 
development, the members of the Rexton Curling Club Inc. organization 
rebranded and renamed as Kent Curling. The change from “Rexton” to 
“Kent” represented their curlers from locations within Kent County. 
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THE CENTRE TODAY 
 
The Rexton Sports & Recreation Centre is located at 49 Centennial West Avenue, Rexton. It is 
adjacent to popular ATV trails and near all three public schools in Rexton. The property features the 
main building, an outdoor rink and changing shed, a splash pad, two storage barns, a large parking, 
and a driveway that allows large vehicles to access the rear and sides of the main building. The 
main building also features a rear entrance door that enables large vehicles to enter and exit the 
building as well as an ice plant to freeze the curling rink. 
 
The size of the Centre is about 1600 square meters. Within the building, the curling surface consumes 
about 1000 square meters, while the lobby claims 325 square meters and the back office (which 
contains the kitchen, bar, main office, changing rooms, and bathrooms) takes up 275 square meters. 
The kitchen is a commercial kitchen with ample space for food storage and preparation. It includes 
a large walk-in freezer. The parking lot has room for 40 to 50 vehicles. 
 
 
CURLING TODAY 
 
The main user of the Centre has always been the Kent Curling organization. The club has members 
across Kent County from Bouctouche to Beaurivage. Today, the club has about 110 members.  As an 
introductory to curling for potential new members, Kent Curling organizes “Lean to Curl” events. 
Every year, local schools are invited to bring the kids under this program.  Kent Curling have 
performed on-site school visits, introducing the sports, displaying their Rocks & Rings equipment. 
 
Since the Centre opened in the 80’s, the Kent Curling is its primary user. A typical curling season 
lasts about five months, from late October to early April. Many club members would like to see the 
season extended to a full six months. During curling season, club members curl several nights a week 
and sometimes on weekends for tournaments and other special events.  Whenever curlers take the 
ice, they extensively occupy the Centre, from its curling sheets to its changing rooms and washrooms 
to the viewing area in the lobby.  
 
Many of its members are involved in promoting the sport, volunteering in events, coaching some of 
the leagues or programs.  Many curlers enjoy the social aspect, while others thrive on the 
competitive side.  
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KENT CURLING LEAGUES 
 
 Fun League – Monday evening:  Evening matches filled with laughter and friendly competition 


 


 6-end League – Tuesday evening:  6-ends of laid-back gameplay to unwind and connect with 
fellow curlers.  
 


 Sturling – Wednesday morning:  Unique blend of strategy and skill in a 2-person league. Stick 
curling, also referred to as Sturling, is less demanding physically and of shorter duration and 
retains the strategy that so many curlers enjoy about the sport. 
 


 Competitive League – Wednesday and Thursday evenings:  For those seeking a challenge, a 
competitive league. 
 


 Little Rocks – Thursday afternoon:  After school program for ages 5 to 12. Introduce young 
ones to the joy of curling and help them develop lifelong skills with a certified coach. 


 
 
KENT CURLING EVENTS 
 
There host successful Bonspiels, a Sturling Cash Spiel, the Men’s and Ladies Combined Open and 
the Mixed Open. These events brought together over 150 curlers from Kent Curling and neighbouring 
curling clubs in Miramichi, Fredericton and as far away as New Glasgow, NS.  
 
 
2024 HIGHLIGHT  
 
Over the years, we have supported members from the Kent Curling 
competing in their favorite sport in provincial and national level 
tournaments.  In April of 2024, Kent Curling proudly supported its 
two teams, Howard McLaren & Bernice Ryan and Camilla Vautour 
& Mariette Demers, who represented our area in the National Stick 
Curling championship.  
 
 
2024 SEASON DELAY & REPAIRS 
 
The 2024-25 season encountered unanticipated delays.  The brine pump require attention, the 
impeller needed to be replaced, the shaft sleeve in poor condition and brine pump motor bearings.  
Due to the level of repairs needed and costs associated, the Municipality made the decision to install 
a new brine pump for a cost of approximately 12k. Faced with shipping delays for the impeller part, 
there was a later season start.  The season started in early January of 2025, rather than October of 
2024. Furthermore, improvements included the installation of exterior carpet on side steps of the ice 
area. 
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FINANCIAL STATEMENT 
 
The Five Rivers operates its budget on a calendar year (January 1 to December 31).  The curling 
season follows an annual cycle that spans from fall to spring (ex: fall of 2024 to spring of 2025).  The 
financial information contained in this report is for the spring of 2024 (January to April) and the fall 
of 2024 (October to December).

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2 GENERAL INFORMATION 


2.1 AUTHORITY 


2.1.1 Pursuant to the authority granted by the Local Governance Act, 20-17, c 18, paragraph 10(2)(a), 


the council of Five Rivers enacts this by-law to govern the proceedings of council. 


2.2 PURPOSE 


2.2.1 This by-law shall be used for the order and dispatch of business in the meetings of council and 


committees of council. 


2.3 APPLICATION 


2.3.1 The rules and regulations in this by-law shall apply to (a) all members of council, including the mayor, 


the deputy mayor, and all other councillors, (b) all members of staff required or requested to attend council 


meetings, and (c) any members of the public appearing at council meetings. 


2.4 DEFINITIONS 


2.4.1 “Act” means the Local Governance Act of New Brunswick, 2017, c 18. 


2.4.2 “By-Law” refers to a local law made by a municipal government to regulate matters within its jurisdiction 


such as zoning, fire protection, and animal control. A municipality’s authority to make by-laws is specified 


under the Local Governance Act. 


2.4.3 “CAO” means the Chief Administrative Officer of Five Rivers.  
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2.4.4 "Clerk" means the clerk of Five Rivers as appointed under Section 71 of the Act or someone designated by 


council to serve as clerk. 


2.4.5 "Chair" means the member of council presiding over a meeting of council. 


2.4.6 "Closed meeting" means a meeting of council that is not open to the public, convened in accordance with 


Section 68 of the Act, 2017, c 18. 


2.4.7 “Committee-of-the-whole” means a meeting of all members of council wherein the entire membership of 


council meets to deliberate but not vote on one or more subjects.  


2.4.8 “Consent agenda” means routine items considered by council including, but not limited to, requests to 


appear, letters to Council, minor property transactions, contracts of a routine nature, requests for street 


closures, proclamations, and noise by-law exemptions. 


2.4.9 “Correspondence” refers to written communications that have been included in the agenda for a regular 


meeting of council. 


2.4.10 "Council" means the mayor and councillors of Five Rivers. 


2.4.11 "Emergency meeting" is a special meeting of council that may be called by the mayor on short notice 


to discuss a matter of serious and immediate impact on the public. 


2.4.12 “Ex-officio member” is a member of a body (such as a committee) by virtue of holding a particular office 


(such as mayor). 


2.4.13 “From the floor” refers to a motion from a member of council to amend the wording of a resolution, a 


policy, or a by-law during a meeting of council. 


2.4.14 “Member," "council member," or "member of council" means any person elected to Council. 


2.4.15 “Policy” refers to a document that directs decision-making, operations, and/or service delivery in a local 


government, for example, a procurement policy. A policy document can apply to Council or staff and must 


be adopted, amended, or repealed through a resolution of Council. 


2.4.16 “Municipality” refers to the municipality of Five Rivers, which is comprised of the former village of Rexton, 


parts of the former Local Service Districts (LSDs) Harcourt and Weldford, and all of the former LSD 


Richibucto Parish. 


2.4.17 "Municipal website" refers to the official website of Fiver Rivers: www.5-rivers.ca. 


2.4.18 "Point of information" refers to a request directed to the chair, or through the chair to another member, 


for information relevant to the matter at hand. 


2.4.19 "Point of order" refers to the mechanism by which a member may rise to proclaim that this by-law or 


other procedural legislation has been infringed. 


2.4.20 "Point of privilege" refers to the mechanism by which a member may rise to (a) address an issue that 


affects their ability to perform their duties or (b) clarify points made about them personally. For example, 


by using a point of privilege, a member can ask for the meeting conditions to be changed, for the record to 


be changed, or to be excused from the meeting for personal reasons. 


2.4.21 “Presentations” refers to presentations, petitions, and other submissions made by individuals, groups, or 


organizations to the council. 


2.4.22 “Out of order” refers to an action, behavior, or comment that takes place in a meeting of council that is in 


violation of this by-law. Examples include a breach of decorum, an inappropriate comment, or a non-


member participating in council discussion. 
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2.4.23 "Regular item" refers to any matter that was included in a meeting agenda that was distributed to council 


prior to the established deadline for distribution. 


2.5 REPEAL OF PRIOR BY-LAW 


2.5.1 This By-Law A.01.01 repeals By-Law 23-01, enacted by the Five Rivers in 2023. 


3 PROCEEDINGS OF COUNCIL 


3.1 ACTS AND DECISIONS OF COUNCIL 


3.1.1 As per section 64(1) of the Act, all decisions of council shall be made in a regular meeting or a special 


meeting of council and adopted by a by-law or a resolution of council.  


3.1.2 As per section 64(2) of the Act, no act or decision of council is valid unless it is authorized or adopted by a 


by-law or resolution at a council meeting. 


3.2 QUORUM 


3.2.1 A quorum shall be present at all meetings of council. 


3.2.2 As per section 65(3) of the Act, where Five Rivers has seven members of Council, quorum requires 


four members to be present. 


3.2.3 If quorum is not present after one-half (1/2) hour, the clerk shall record the names of the members present 


and the meeting shall stand adjourned. 


3.2.4 Members participating in a meeting by electronic means shall be deemed to be present for the purpose of 


establishing quorum. 


3.3 AGENDAS 


3.3.1 The mayor and the clerk shall establish the meeting agenda based on requests and submissions from 


council, staff, and the public. 


3.3.2 No matter shall be added to the published agenda for a regular or a special meeting unless the clerk 


receives a request no later than 12:00 pm (noon) on the Monday prior to the meeting. 


3.3.3 To add an item to the published agenda during a council meeting, the item shall be of an urgent nature and 


council shall vote unanimously to add it to the agenda. The chair shall call a separate vote for each item to 


be added. 


3.3.4 The clerk shall distribute the meeting agenda to Council through email no earlier than 5:00 pm on the 


Tuesday prior to the meeting or no later than 5:00 pm on the Friday prior to the meeting. 


3.3.5 The number of presentations at one meeting of council may be limited to a maximum of three at the 


discretion of the mayor and clerk. 
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3.4 PUBLIC NOTICES 


3.4.1 As per section 70(1) of the Act, any notice given by Five Rivers shall be given by:  


(a) publishing the notice in a newspaper published or having general circulation in Five Rivers,  


(b) broadcasting the notice on a radio or television station that broadcasts in Five Rivers, or  


(c) posting the notice on the official website of Five Rivers. 


3.4.2 Public notices for regular meetings, special meetings, and committee-of-the-whole meetings shall be 


published to the municipal website at least 48 (hours) before the meeting and may also be published to 


social media websites as prescribed under section 70(2) of the Act. Such notice shall include the agenda 


and may include related files. 


3.4.3 As per section 70(3) of the act, public notices shall be available for examination by the public for the 


required period of time in the office of the clerk during regular office hours. 


3.4.4 Public notices for emergency meetings of council shall be made as soon as practicable by the best means 


of communication available at the time the meeting is called. Such notice shall endeavor to ensure that all 


members are aware of the meeting and receive a copy of the agenda and any related reference files. 


3.5 MINUTES 


3.5.1 The minutes of all meetings shall record, without note or comment, the following:  


(a) the date and actual start time of the meeting, 


(b) the name of the chair (i.e., the presiding officer)  


(c) the names of the members present and absent 


(d) the names of any member attending by electronic means 


(e) the names of staff members in attendance,  


(f) the reading, correction, and adoption of minutes of prior meetings, 


(g) all resolutions, decisions, and proceedings of the meeting, and 


(h) the time of adjournment. 


3.5.2 The minutes of any preceding meeting need not be read during a meeting of council. 


3.5.3 Before being approved by council, the clerk shall review the minutes, and a draft watermark shall be added 


to the minutes to indicate that they are pending approval. 


3.5.4 After being approved by council, the minutes shall be posted within seven days to the municipal website 


by the clerk. 


3.5.5 Approved minutes shall be signed by the mayor and the clerk or their designate and sealed by the clerk. 


3.5.6 If a member arrives late to a meeting, the minutes shall record the time that they arrived. 


3.5.7 If a member leaves before a meeting has been adjourned, the minutes shall record the time that they left. 


3.6 MEETING DURATION 


3.6.1 The duration of any regular meeting, special meeting, or committee-of-the-whole meeting shall not 


exceed 120 minutes in length. 


3.6.2 Once the regular meeting, special meeting, or committee-of-the-whole meeting has reached 120 minutes 


in length, a majority vote of the councillors present is required for the meeting to continue. If council does 


not vote to continue the meeting, the meeting shall stand adjourned, and any unfinished business shall 


carry over to a special meeting to be held within five business days of the adjournment.

3.7 MOTIONS 


3.7.1 When practicable, motions shall be in writing, except motions to refer any matter to a committee, or to 


adjourn, which may be made verbally. 


3.7.2 When it is not practicable for a motion to be in writing, a member may propose a verbal motion. After the 


verbal motion has been proposed, it shall be put in writing and restated by the clerk for clarification and 


confirmation. After the motion has been confirmed by the clerk, the member may move it. 


3.7.3 After a motion has been moved and seconded, it may be read or stated by the chair and then debated. 


3.7.4 If the chair proposes a motion, they shall step down in favor of the vice-chair (or in favor of a councillor if 


the vice-chair is not present) and shall not resume chairing until the motion has been resolved. 


3.7.5 The mover of the motion shall have the privilege of speaking first in the debate. The seconder of the 


motion shall have the privilege of speaking second in the debate. 


3.7.6 No member, without the consent of the chair, shall speak to the same motion for longer than ten minutes. 


3.7.7 At any time during debate, a member may request that the question, motion, or matter under discussion be 


clarified or restated. 


3.7.8 After a motion has been read or stated, it may, with the unanimous consent of council, be withdrawn prior 


to amendment or final vote. 


3.7.9 The chair may close debate on a motion at any time prior to the final vote. 


3.8 VOTING 


3.8.1 After each member speaks to the motion, the mayor may speak to the motion and then shall close debate 


with the calling of a vote. 


3.8.2 As per section 66(1) of the Act, unless disqualified to vote because of conflict of interest, each member 


present at a meeting shall announce their vote openly and individually, and the clerk shall record it, and no 


vote shall be taken by ballot or by any other method of secret voting, and every vote taken in that manner 


is of no effect. 


3.8.3 The mayor shall also vote as permitted under section 66(2) of the Act. 


3.8.4 Any member who does not vote nay (that is, against) a motion shall be recorded as voting for the motion. 


3.8.5 The names of members who vote nay shall be entered in the minutes. 


3.9 RULES OF ORDER 


3.9.1 Every member who intends to speak to a question, motion, or matter shall raise their hand to indicate their 


intention and shall, when called upon by the chair, address themselves only to the chair.  


3.9.2 A member shall speak for a second time on a matter only to introduce added information or a point of view 


not already expressed in the debate. 


3.9.3 When the mayor or a member is speaking, no other member shall interrupt them except to raise a point of 


order. 


3.9.4 When the mayor is putting a question or motion, no councillor shall leave their seat or make any noise or 


disturbance. 


3.9.5 No member shall speak disrespectfully of the council, another member, a staff person, or a member of the 


public, or use offensive or profane language. 
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3.9.6 A member may require the question or motion under discussion to be read at any time during the debate 


but not to interrupt another member who is speaking. 


3.9.7 The chair has the same right as any other member to participate in discussion but shall not move or 


second a motion unless he or she steps out of the chair. 


3.9.8 A member may, at any time, rise to a point of order. At such times, all debate shall cease, the member shall 


clearly state the matter, and if applicable, the chair will rule on the point of order. 


3.9.9 When called upon to decide a point of order, the chair shall state the question without unnecessary 


comment and then announce their decision, citing the rule or authority that they deem applicable. 


3.9.10 When a member raises a point of order or when a member is called to order from the chair, the member 


speaking shall yield until the chair states and decides the point of order, and then, on that question, shall 


address the chair only for the purpose of appealing to council from the ruling of the chair. 


3.9.11 When council receives an appeal under subsection 3.9.10, it shall decide the matter by a major vote of the 


councillors present. When there is no appeal under subsection 3.9.10, the decision of the chair is final. 


3.9.12 Where a member refuses to obey the rules of council or disobeys the decision of the chair on a question of 


order, the chair may order them to leave their seat for that meeting. If the member apologizes for their 


breach of order, they may on a majority vote of council resume their seat. 


3.9.13 No person other than members and staff having duties to perform shall be allowed to sit at the table of 


the council chambers while council is in session. 


3.9.14 In response to a point made or question raised by a presenter, a Councillor may rise on a point of 


information or a point of privilege but otherwise shall defer their response to a future meeting of council 


and until such time as they can fully review the matter. 


3.9.15 Matters of procedure that arise during a meeting of the council that are not otherwise provided for in the 


Act or the procedural by-law shall be governed by Robert's Rules of Order. 


3.10 DOCUMENTATION 


3.10.1 As per section 75(1) of the Act, the following documents shall be available for examination by members of 


the public in the office of the clerk during normal office hours: (1) the adopted minutes of council meetings, 


(2) the register of certified copies of the by-laws of the local government, (3) the audited financial 


statements of the local government, and (4) any other document prescribed by regulation. 


3.10.2 As per section 75(1) of the Act, the minutes of any meeting or portion of a meeting of council or a 


committee of council that was closed to the public shall not be open for inspection or examination by 


members of the public. 


3.11 BYLAW ENACTMENT AND AMENDMENT 


3.11.1 To be effective, a by-law shall (a) be sealed with the corporate seal of the local government; (b) be signed 


by the clerk and the mayor or, in the mayor’s absence, the presiding officer of the council who presided at 


the meeting at which it was made; and (c) contain a statement that it is made by the council of the local 


government. 


3.11.2 To be effective, a by-law shall be read (a) three times by title, and (b) in its entirety in a regular meeting of 


council or a special meeting of council at least once before third reading by title. 


3.11.3 Instead of being read in its entirety, a new by-law or a by-law amendment may be read by section title 


if (a) a public notice has been given that describes the by-law by title and generally by subject matter, 
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(b) the public notice states that the by-law is available for public examination at the municipal office, 


(c) the by-law has been posted to the municipal website for a period of 14 days, and (d) no member of 


council objects. 


3.11.4 When a new by-law or by-law amendment is posted to the municipal website, a draft watermark shall be 


added to the file to indicate that it is pending approval. 


3.11.5 Unless all the members present declare by resolution that an emergency exists, not more than two of the 


three readings by title may take place at one meeting of council. 


3.11.6 A new by-law or by-law amendment may be amended prior to the third reading if the changes do not alter 


the fundamental intent of the by-law. If the changes alter fundamental intent, the by-law shall be 


introduced as a new by-law that requires a new first reading. 


3.11.7 A by-law may be amended from the floor through a resolution of Council.  


3.11.8 When a by-law is given the required three readings, it shall be deemed to be passed and enacted and shall 


then be: (a) signed by the clerk and by the mayor, or by the other presiding officer at the meeting at which 


it received third reading by title, and (b) sealed with the corporate seal of the municipality. 


3.11.9 Notwithstanding this section 3.11, any proposed by-law or by-law amendment that requires provincial 


approval shall only come into effect once the municipality receives provincial approval. 


3.11.10 After a new by-law or a by-law amendment is approved by council, it shall be posted to the 


municipal website by the clerk and made available for public examination at the municipal office. 


3.12 POLICY ENANCTMENT AND AMENDMENT 


3.12.1 To be effective, a policy shall (a) be sealed with the corporate seal of the local government; (b) be signed 


by the clerk and the mayor or, in the mayor’s absence, the presiding officer of the council who presided at 


the meeting at which it was made; and (c) contain a statement that it is made by the council of the local 


government. 


3.12.2 To be effective, a policy shall be passed by a resolution at council in a regular meeting of council or a 


special meeting of council. 


3.12.3 Before a proposed policy may be approved by Council, it shall be posted to the municipal website for a 


period of 14 days. 


3.12.4 When a proposed policy is posted to the municipal website, a draft watermark shall be added to the file to 


indicate that it is pending approval. 


3.12.5 A policy may be amended or repealed by a resolution at council in a regular meeting of council or a special 


meeting of council. 


3.12.6 A policy may be amended from the floor through a resolution of Council. 


3.12.7 After a policy is approved by council, it shall be posted to the municipal website by the clerk and made 


available for public examination at the municipal office. 


3.13 CONFLICT OF INTEREST 


3.13.1 Conflicts of interest shall be governed by the provisions in part 8 of the Act. 


3.13.2 Members who declare a conflict shall submit a disclosure of interest form to the clerk in advance of 


related motions and shall be excluded from the related discussion, debate, and vote. To exclude 


themselves, the member in conflict shall vacate the chambers until council addresses the matter. 
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3.13.3 One member cannot declare that another member has a conflict of interest. It is each member’s 


responsibility to identify and declare their conflicts of interest. 


3.14 RIGHT OF PUBLIC TO ATTEND MEETINGS AND PRESENT TO COUNCIL 


3.14.1 As per section 67(a) of the Act, the public may attend all regular meetings and special meetings of council. 


3.14.2 As per section 67(b) of the Act, the public may attend all meetings of a committee of council.  


3.14.3 Upon receipt of a written request to address council, the clerk shall confer with the mayor and confirm 


with the requester if their request has been accepted. If accepted, the clerk shall confirm the date, time, 


and place at which the presentation shall be made.  


3.14.4 If the written request was not received by the clerk at least eight (8) days before the date of the next 


meeting of council, it shall be referred to the next meeting of council after that. 


3.14.5 If a request to present is approved by the mayor and scheduled by the clerk, the presenter(s) may take up 


to ten (10) minutes to address the council on the subject. The mayor may extend this time limit with the 


unanimous consent of the council. 


3.14.6 Individuals, groups, or organizations cannot make more than one presentation to council on the same topic 


without the consent of 2/3 (two-thirds) of the councillors. 


3.14.7 Council shall have the right to refuse any presentation, but such refusal shall require the consent of 2/3 


(two-thirds) of the councillors. 


3.14.8 At the discretion of the chair, a member of the public may be required to leave the meeting if they behave 


in a disorderly manner, issue threats, or use profane language during the meeting. 


3.14.9 Members of the public shall not display signs or placards in a council meeting. 


3.15 RECORDING 


3.15.1 At the start of each meeting of Council, the Chair shall announce that the meeting will be recorded. 


3.15.2 All meetings of council shall be recorded in a format that can be played with video and audio on a website. 


3.15.3 The clerk shall post the recordings of meetings of council to the municipal website within seven (7) days of 


the date of the meeting. 


4 MEETINGS 


4.1 FIRST MEETING OF NEWLY ELECTED COUNCIL 


4.1.1 As per section 63 of the Act, a newly elected council shall hold its first regular meeting. 


4.1.2 A newly elected council shall not transact business at its first meeting until the oaths of office are taken by 


the people present who have been elected to office. 


4.1.3 The clerk shall assign each councillor a seat at the council chamber table, which they shall thereafter be 


entitled to occupy at all council meetings. 


4.2 ELECTION OF DEPUTY MAYOR 


4.2.1 In its first meeting after an election, or at its first regular meeting in January in a non-election year, council 


shall elect a deputy mayor from among the councillors to serve a term of one year.

4.2.2 The mayor shall take nominations for deputy mayor from the councillors, and council shall elect the 


deputy mayor through a majority vote and by a show of hands. 


4.2.3 Any councillor may refuse to be nominated as deputy mayor. 


4.2.4 Council may, with a 2/3 (two-thirds) majority vote of the whole council, remove the deputy mayor. 


4.3 REGULAR MEETINGS 


4.3.1 As per section 67(a) of the Act, all regular meetings of council shall be open to the public. 


4.3.2 Council shall hold its regular meetings on the second Tuesday of the month at 6:00 pm in council chambers 


at the municipal office or at such other places as the clerk may establish.  


4.3.3 When any such Tuesday falls on a statutory holiday, the regular meeting shall be held on the next 


weekday, which is not a holiday or on a date decided by a motion of council. 


4.3.4 Council may waive a regular meeting or change the date of the meeting when, by resolution made at least 


two (2) weeks prior thereto, the council deems it appropriate. 


4.3.5 The order of business of a regular meeting shall be as follows: 


(1) Call to Order 


(2) Attendance 


(3) Notice of Electronic Attendance 


(4) Approval of Agenda 


(5) Disclosures of Conflict of Interest 


(6) Presentations 


(7) Approval of Minutes from Prior Meeting(s) 


(8) Correspondence 


(9) Councillor Reports 


(10) Committee of Council Reports 


(11) Staff Reports 


(12) Consent Agenda 


(13) Business Arising from Prior Meeting(s) 


(14) New Business 


(15) Closed Meeting 


(16) Motions Arising from Closed Meeting 


(17) Date of Next Meeting(s) 


(18) Adjournment 


4.3.6 The clerk shall take and report the attendance of all councillors, administrative staff, and individuals that 


have been scheduled to make presentations to council. 


4.3.7 Councillors may ask questions or seek clarification from the chair regarding any item in Correspondence or 


Presentations. 


4.3.8 Councillor reports shall not exceed five minutes in length, shall confirm attendance at meetings of council 


and other meetings of public interest, and may be given orally during the meeting or in writing prior to the 


meeting. 


4.3.9 All directions to the CAO or clerk shall be made by motion of council. 
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4.4 COMMITTEE-OF-THE-WHOLE MEETINGS 


4.4.1 As per section 67(a) of the Act, all committee-of-the-whole meetings shall be open to the public. 


4.4.2 Council shall hold eight scheduled committee-of-the-whole meetings at 6:00 pm on the fourth Tuesday in 


the months of February, March, April, May, June, September, October, and November in the council 


chambers at municipal office. Council may hold additional committee-of-the-whole meetings as required. 


4.4.3 Committee-of-the-whole meetings shall address issues pertaining to the operation of the municipality or 


any matter of public interest. 


4.4.4 The order of business of a committee-of-the-whole meeting shall be as follows: 


(1) Call to Order 


(2) Attendance 


(3) Notice of Electronic Attendance  


(4) Approval of Agenda 


(5) Presentations 


(6) Disclosures of Conflict of Interest 


(7) Approval of Minutes from Prior Meeting(s) 


(8) Staff Reports 


(9) Business Arising from Prior Meeting(s) 


(10) New Business 


(11) Closed Meeting 


(12) Recommendations for Motion from Closed Meeting 


(13) Date of Next Meeting(s) 


(14) Adjournment 


4.4.5 In a committee-of-the-whole meeting, a councillor may propose to the chair a recommendation for 


motion. After the motion has been stated by the chair, it may be moved and seconded by council. After 


the motion has been seconded, it shall be open for debate by council. Once the chair closes debate on the 


motion, it shall be voted upon. If a majority of council vote for the motion, the recommendation shall be 


forwarded to the next open meeting of council. 


4.4.6 When the subject of a petition or a communication is not within the purview of a standing committee, the 


clerk may refer it to the committee-of-the-whole. 


4.5 SPECIAL MEETINGS 


4.5.1 As per section 67(a) of the Act, all special meetings of council shall be open to the public. 


4.5.2 A special meeting of council may be called at any time to deal with extraordinary circumstances that 


cannot wait for a regular meeting. 


4.5.3 The mayor may call a special meeting of council.  


4.5.4 The clerk may summon a special meeting of council to declare that the office of mayor has become vacant.  


4.5.5 The clerk may call a special meeting upon receiving a written petition to call a special meeting by 


four councillors, for the purpose mentioned in the petition at a time to be determined by the clerk. 


4.5.6 As per section 64(3) of the Act, council may not transact any business at a special meeting other than the 


business specified in the notice of the special meeting unless all members of the council present at the 


special meeting agree unanimously. 


4.5.7 The order of business of a special meeting shall be as follows: 


(1) Call to Order 
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(2) Attendance 


(3) Notice of Electronic Attendance  


(4) Approval of Agenda 


(5) Disclosures of Conflict of Interest 


(6) Business Arising from Prior Meeting(s) 


(7) New Business 


(8) Closed Meeting 


(9) Motions Arising from Closed Meeting 


(10) Date of Next Meeting(s) 


(11) Adjournment 


4.6 EMERGENCY MEETINGS 


4.6.1 The mayor may call an emergency meeting of council to act on a matter of great urgency that does not 


allow council to abide the notice requirements of a special meeting. 


4.6.2 Any business transacted at an emergency meeting shall be introduced for ratification at the next regular 


meeting of council. 


4.6.3 The order of business of an emergency meeting shall be as follows: 


(1) Call to Order 


(2) Attendance 


(3) Notice of Electronic Attendance  


(4) Approval of Agenda 


(5) Disclosures of Conflict of Interest 


(6) Emergency Business 


(7) Closed Meeting 


(8) Motions Arising from Closed Meeting 


(9) Date of Next Meeting(s) 


(10) Adjournment 


4.7 ELECTRONIC MEETINGS 


4.7.1 As per section 69(1) of the Act, electronic means of communication may be used in a council meeting if 


such means allow members to hear and speak to each other and, in the case of a meeting that is open to 


the public, allow the public to hear the members. 


4.7.2 Following the intent of section 69(4) of the Act, a councillor who plans to attend a meeting by means of 


electronic communication shall (a) advise the clerk at least 60 minutes prior to the start time of the 


meeting and (b) log onto meeting at least 15 minutes prior to the start time of the meeting. 


4.7.3 As per section 69(5) of the Act, a councillor who participates in a meeting by means of electronic 


communication shall, at the beginning of the meeting, confirm that they are alone. For further clarity, 


the councillor shall be in a room that is not occupied by another person. 


4.7.4 A councillor who participates in a meeting by means of electronic communication shall be (a) in a room 


where no other audio or video is being played, (b) asked to state their vote only after all the other 


members physically present at the meeting have cast their votes, and (c) recorded as a virtual attendee in 


the minutes. 


4.7.5 A councillor who attends a meeting by means of electronic communication that cannot be heard for a 


period of five minutes shall be expelled from the meeting, after which they shall not return. The clerk shall 


record the time that the councillor left the meeting in the minutes. 
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4.8 CLOSED MEETINGS 


4.8.1 As per section 68(1) of the Act, a closed meeting of council shall be closed to the public. 


4.8.2 The agenda for a closed meeting of council shall cite, and only cite, the applicable provision under 


section 68(1) of the Act that applies to each agenda item, where those provisions are as follows:  


 


(a) information of which confidentiality is protected by law,  


 


(b) personal information as defined in the Right to Information and Protection of Privacy Act,  


 


(c) information that could cause financial loss or gain to a person or the local government or could 


jeopardize negotiations leading to an agreement or contract,  


 


(d) the proposed or pending acquisition or disposition of land,  


 


(e) information that could violate the confidentiality of information obtained from the Government of 


Canada or from the government of a province or territory,  


 


(f) information concerning legal opinions or advice provided to the local government by its solicitor or 


privileged communications between solicitor and client in a matter of local government business,  


 


(g) litigation or potential litigation affecting the local government, or any corporation referred to in 


subsection 8(1) of the Act, the local government's agencies, boards, or commissions including a matter 


before an administrative tribunal,  


 


(h) the access to or security of buildings and other structures occupied or used by the local government or 


access to or security of systems of the local government, including computer or communication systems,  


 


(i) information gathered by the police, including the Royal Canadian Mounted Police, while investigating 


any illegal activity or suspected illegal activity, or the source of that information,  


 


(j) labour and employment matters, including the negotiation of collective agreements. 


4.8.3 As per section 68(2) of the Act, no decision shall be made in a closed meeting except for decisions related 


to (a) procedural matters, (b) directions to an officer or employee of the local government, or (c) directions 


to a solicitor for the local government. 


4.8.4 As per section 68(3) of the Act, the record of a closed meeting shall contain only (a) the type of matter that 


was discussed during the meeting and (b) the date of the meeting. 


4.8.5 Council shall not consider any business in a closed meeting except matters specified in the agenda for the 


closed meeting. 


4.8.6 If a closed meeting immediately follows a regular meeting or a special meeting, Council shall take a 


motion to adjourn the regular meeting or special meeting.  


4.8.7 At the end of a closed meeting, Council shall take a motion to adjourn the closed meeting, after which they 


may return to a regular meeting or a special meeting. 


4.8.8 In a closed meeting, a councillor may not propose a motion to the chair. Instead, a councillor may 


propose a recommendation for motion to the chair, which shall then be moved, seconded, and discussed. 
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If a majority of members votes to recommend, the motion shall be forwarded to a regular meeting or a 


special meeting under “Motions Arising from Closed Meeting.” 


4.8.9 Closed meetings of council shall not be recorded. 


5 COMMITTEES 


5.1 COMMITTEE TYPES 


5.1.1 Committees of council may be standing or ad hoc. 


5.1.2 Standing committees shall address regular, ongoing matters such as finance, by-laws and policies, 


recreation and culture, and protective services.  


5.1.3 Standing committees shall be approved once per election term. 


5.1.4 Ad hoc committees shall address specific matters having a limited scope and duration that does not 


extend beyond the life of the matter, for example, the end of a project. 


5.2 COMMITTEE MANDATES 


5.2.1 Council shall approve the mandate of all committees. 


5.2.2 All committees shall have a defined mandate that specifies the following: (a) type (standing or ad hoc), 


(b) term, (c) membership, (d) purpose, and (e) scope of responsibility. 


5.3 COMMITTEE MEETINGS 


5.3.1 As per section 67(a) of the Act, all meetings of a committee of council shall be open to the public. 


5.3.2 Quorum shall be constituted by the attendance of the (a) chair and vice-chair, (b) the chair and one 


member, or (c) the vice-chair and one member. 


5.3.3 The clerk shall send a notice of a committee meeting to each councillor through email at least 72 hours 


before the time of the meeting. 


5.3.4 The clerk shall post a public notice on the municipal website to announce a committee meeting at least 


48 hours before the time of the meeting. 


5.3.5 The clerk shall record the minutes of all committee meetings. 


5.3.6 The order of business of a committee meeting shall be as follows: 


(1) Call to Order 


(2) Attendance 


(3) Approval of Agenda 


(4) Disclosures of Conflict of Interest 


(5) Approval of Minutes from Prior Meeting(s) 


(6) Business Arising from Prior Meeting(s) 


(7) New Business 


(8) Date of Next Meeting(s) 


(9) Adjournment 


5.3.7 All committee meetings of council shall be open to the public. 


5.3.8 No member of the public shall be excluded from a committee meeting of council except for improper 


conduct or closed meetings of council, pursuant to the Act. 
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5.3.9 The minutes of committee meetings shall be: (a) distributed to all members; (b) provided to the clerk 


within seven days of their approval; (c) distributed by the clerk to all members; and (d) posted to the 


municipal website within 14 days of their approval. 


5.4 STANDING COMMITTEES 


5.4.1 The membership of each standing committee shall be comprised of a chair and at least two other 


Members, all of whom shall be councillors. 


5.4.2 The CAO shall be a non-voting member of all standing committees.  


5.4.3 The CAO, and only the CAO, may appoint municipal staff members (employees) to serve on a committee.  


5.4.4 Municipal staff on committees shall serve as non-voting advisors. 


5.4.5 A standing committee may include other people as voting members if they are a qualified voter of 


Five Rivers and have been appointed with the unanimous consent of council.  


5.4.6 A standing committee may include other people as non-voting advisors if they are not qualified voters of 


the local government but have been appointed by the unanimous consent of council. 


5.4.7 A committee member, who is an advisor, shall not move or second any motion, nor shall they vote on any 


matter before the committee. 


5.4.8 The mayor shall be an ex-officio member of all standing committees and, as such, shall be included 


in the membership to constitute quorum.  


5.4.9 The mayor shall have voting privileges on motions of recommendation to council before 


standing committees. 


5.4.10 The business before the standing committee shall be taken up in regular order unless otherwise 


determined by the vote of the members present. 


5.4.11 A councillor who is not a member of a standing committee may attend a meeting to observe deliberations 


and address the committee. 


5.4.12 Each standing committee shall perform the duties as defined in its mandate and other duties as may be 


referred to the standing committee by the council. 


5.4.13 When a petition or a communication is received concerning a subject within the purview of any 


standing committee, the clerk may refer it to such standing committee. 


5.5 AD HOC COMMITTEES 


5.5.1 The membership of each ad hoc committee shall be comprised of a chair and at least two other members, 


all of whom shall be councillors. 


5.5.2 The CAO shall be a non-voting member of all ad hoc committees.  


5.5.3 The CAO, and only the CAO, may appoint municipal staff members (employees) to serve on a committee.  


5.5.4 Municipal staff on committees shall serve as non-voting advisors. 


5.5.5 Ad hoc committees shall be approved by council each year. 


5.5.6 Council may appoint one or more qualified voters of the local government to ad hoc committees by 


resolution. 


5.5.7 A councillor who is not a member of an ad hoc committee may attend a meeting to observe deliberations 


and address the committee. 
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6 ROLE OF ELECTED OFFICIALS AND CLERK 


6.1 ROLE OF MAYOR 


6.1.1 As per section 48(1) of the Act, the mayor shall (a) preside as the chair at all meetings of council, 


(b) provide leadership to council, (c) communicate information and recommend actions to council for the 


improvement of the local government’s finances, administration, and government, (d) speak on issues of 


concern to the local government on behalf of council, and (e) perform any other duties conferred on the 


mayor by the Act or by council. 


6.1.2 The mayor, along with the clerk or their designate, shall sign all agreements, contracts, instruments, and 


other documents to which the local government is a party. 


6.1.3 The mayor, with input from the clerk, shall prepare the meeting agenda for all council meetings (regular, 


committee-of-the-whole, special, and emergency). 


6.2 ROLE OF DEPUTY MAYOR 


6.2.1 As per section 48(4) of the Act, in the absence of the mayor or the inability of the mayor to act, or if the 


office of mayor is vacant, the deputy mayor shall act in the place of the mayor, and while acting so, the 


deputy mayor possesses the powers and shall perform the duties of the mayor. 


6.3 ROLE OF COUNCILLOR 


6.3.1 As per section 48(5) of the Act, in the absence of the mayor and deputy mayor, or the inability of the mayor 


and deputy mayor to act, council shall appoint a councillor to act in the place of the mayor, and while so 


acting, the councillor appointed possesses the powers and shall perform the duties of the mayor. 


6.3.2 As per section 48(6) of the Act, a councillor shall consider the welfare and interests of the entire local 


government when making decisions. 


6.3.3 As per section 48(6) of the Act, a councillor shall bring to the attention of council matters that may 


promote the welfare or interests of the local government. 


6.3.4 As per section 48(6) of the Act, a councillor shall participate in developing and evaluating the policies and 


programs of the local government. 


6.3.5 As per section 48(6) of the Act, a councillor shall participate in meetings of council, council committees, 


and any other body to which council appoints the councillor. If a councillor cannot attend a meeting of 


council, the councillor shall notify the clerk at first opportunity, either in person, through email, or if email is 


not possible, through a mobile text or a phone call. If a councillor cannot be physically present at a meeting 


of council, that is, if a councillor cannot attend a meeting of council in person, the councillor may join the 


meeting from a remote location by using a form of electronic communication such as video conferencing 


software. 


6.3.6 As per section 48(6) of the Act, a councillor shall perform any other duties conferred on the councillor by 


the Act or by council. 


6.3.7 No Councillor shall disobey the final decision of council on a question of order or procedure. If any member 


disobeys a final decision, the chair may order the member to vacate their seat for the rest of the meeting; 


however, upon apologizing, they may, by vote of council, be permitted to return to their seat. 
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6.4 ROLE OF CHAIR 


6.4.1 The chair shall preserve order and decorum in meetings of council. 


6.4.2 The chair shall put to a vote all motions that are moved and seconded. 


6.4.3 The chair shall announce the results of all votes. 


6.4.4 The chair shall announce when a member is absent from a meeting of council. 


6.4.5 The chair shall announce the name of each member attending by means of electronic communication. 


6.4.6 The chair shall ask each member attending by means of electronic communication to confirm that they are 


alone and in an isolated space. 


6.5 ROLE OF CLERK 


6.5.1 As per section 74(1)(a) of the Act, the clerk shall attend all council meetings and shall record in a book or 


electronically (a) the names of the members present at each meeting of council and (b) all resolutions, 


decisions, and proceedings of the council, without note or comment. 


6.5.2 As per section 74(1)(b) of the Act, the clerk shall, if required by any member of council present, record the 


name and vote of every member voting on a question. In addition, the clerk shall record the nay votes of 


members on each motion. 


6.5.3 As per section 74(1)(c) of the Act, the clerk shall keep the books, documents, and records of the council, 


including meeting minutes. 


6.5.4 As per section 74(1)(d) of the Act, the clerk shall maintain an indexed register of certified copies of all by-


laws of the local government. 


6.5.5 As per section 74(1)(e) of the Act, the clerk shall be the custodian of the corporate seal of the local 


government. 


6.5.6 As per section 74(1)(f) of the Act, the clerk shall, if the mayor and deputy mayor are absent, or if the office 


of mayor is vacant, call a meeting of council to select a councillor to function as the presiding officer of the 


council. 


6.5.7 As per section 74(1)(g) of the Act, the clerk, along with the mayor, shall sign all agreements, contracts, 


instruments, and other documents to which the local government is a party. 


6.5.8 As per sections 74(1)(h) and 74(1)(i) of the Act, the clerk shall notify all members of all council meetings 


and perform any other duties that the council assigns to them. 


6.6 ROLE OF ASSISTANT CLERK 


6.6.1 As per sections 74(2) of the Act, the assistant clerk shall be subject to the directions of the clerk and, in the 


absence or disability of the clerk or when there is no clerk, shall possess all the powers and duties of the 


clerk.  
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Basics about operating budgets 


Each year, municipalities in New Brunswick are responsible to submit two operating budgets to the 


province of New Brunswick: the utilities operating budget for wastewater and the general operating budget 


for everything else (council, administration, transportation, protective services, waste collection, recreation 


and culture, and more). Here are some key facts about operating budgets: 


• Revenues and expenditures for each budget must be kept separate; municipalities cannot transfer 


revenue and expenditures between the general operating budget and the utility operating budget. 


• Operating budgets are based on the calendar year (Jan 1 to Dec 31). 


• Council must approve operating budgets. 


• Operating budgets must be submitted to the province each year in November. 


• When each operating budget is submitted to the province, total revenue minus total expenditures 


must equal $0. A municipality cannot enter a budget or a surplus in an operating budget. 


• If revenues exceed expenditures at year-end, the municipality records a surplus for that year. 


If expenditures exceed revenues at year-end, the municipality records a deficit. 


• Municipalities carry surpluses and deficits forward two years (for example, from 2025 to 2027). 


• Carried surpluses become revenue in the operating budget; carried expenditures, an expenditure. 


• Most expenditures are non-discretionary, with many set by contracts that are negotiated by the 


province or the Kent Regional Service Commission on our behalf. For example, the amount we pay 


for policing service is determined by a provincial contract with the RCMP. 


• Municipalities can (and should) transfer a percentage of their operating revenue into one or more 


capital funds to support future investments in capital infrastructure (for example, to pave roads, 


purchase vehicles, upgrade a building, and so on). 


• The table below shows the main types of expenditures in the general operating budget and the 


utility operating budget. 
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About the utility operating budget 


For 2026, the total budget for the utility operating budget will be approximately $350k, up from $309k in 2025. Here are 


some key facts about the utility operating budget: 


• The only residents that pay wastewater fees are those that receive wastewater service from Five Rivers. 


• Five Rivers issues about 350 bills for wastewater each year (that is, we have about 350 users). With new 


construction, we expect the number of bills to increase slightly in 2026. 


• Most utility operating revenue (over 90%) is derived from fees for wastewater service as set by the municipality. 


• A minority of utility operating revenue is derived from own source fees and fund transfers, for example, 


from one-time service connection fees. 


About the general operating budget 


For 2026, the total general operating budget will be approximately $5.3M, up from $4.8M in 2025. Here are some key 


facts about the general operating budget in Five Rivers: 


• Total revenue minus total expenditures must equal $0. 


• Most general operating revenue is derived from property tax revenue according to the property tax rates set by 


the municipality for each taxation area and the property assessments done by the province. 


• A minority of general operating revenue is derived from own source revenues and fund transfers, for example, 


from building permits and recreation fees. 


• We have four taxation areas: Rexton, Richibucto Parish, Weldford, and Harcourt. 


• Prior to municipal reform in 2023, the province set the tax rates for the former Local Service Districts (LSDs). 


• Tax rates for residential properties are set by the municipality and applied to every $100 of assessed value. 


For example, if the residential tax rate is $1.50, the property tax due for a residential property assessed at 


$200,000 would be as follows: 


 


($200,000/100) * 1.5 = $3000. 


• A multiplier between 1.4 and 1.8 is set by the municipality for commercial and industrial properties. The tax rate 


for a commercial or industrial property is the residential rate times the multiplier. For example, if the residential 


property tax rate is $1.50 and the multiplier is 1.50, the property tax due for a commercial property assessed at 


$500,000 would be as follows: 


 


($500,000/100) * 1.5 * 1.5 = $11,250 


• Transportation costs to maintain streets, curbs, and sidewalks in Rexton are not shared with residents in former 


Local Service Districts (LSDs). This explains, in part, why the property tax rate in Rexton is higher than rates in 


the former LSDs (even after you add the $0.4115 charge levied by the province for roadwork in former LSDs). 
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2026 tax assessment base 


The table below shows the change in the Tax Assessment Base for Five Rivers from 2025 to 2026.  


Note that in 2025, the province decided to freeze tax assessments for 2026. That is, for existing properties, tax 


assessments would be the same in 2026 as they were in 2025.  


This means that the increases you see in the table below are attributable to new construction or upgrades.  


Five Rivers estimates that it forfeited $200k to $250k in revenue because of the tax assessment freeze.

Our property tax rates 


The table below shows property tax rates for 2025 from five similar municipalities1. 


 


The “Rate 1” column shows the average rate for villages and/or towns in that municipality. Rate 1 in Five Rivers was 


4.5 cents lower than the average for the other municipalities. 


The “Rate 2” column shows the average rate for former LSDs in that municipality. Rate 2 was almost 9 cents lower than 


the average for the other municipalities. 


Note that our relatively low tax rates compared to other municipalities in our group reduced our eligibility to receive 


Fiscal Capacity funding (formerly called the Core Funding and Equalization Grant) from the province. 


The “MULT” column shows the multiplier applied to commercial and industrial properties.

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Our general operating expenditures 


The tables below show how Five Rivers compared to similar municipalities in terms of relative expenditure by category 


for 2025 (the figures in the first table are in 000’s). 


 


These figures show that Five Rivers spends less on transportation than the reference municipalities, and more on police, 


fire, recreation, and debt. 


Our wastewater fees 


To compare wastewater rates and expenditures, we looked at five other villages and towns in New Brunswick that had 


wastewater service but not water service: Arcadia, Cap-Acadie, Hautes-Terres, Salisbury, and Three Rivers. The table 


below compares the 2025 wastewater user fees for these municipalities to the fee in Five Rivers.

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Key factors for decision-making 


This section lists and describes the key factors that influenced Council with respect to its 2026 operating budgets. 


Key factors for 2026 general operating budget 


The Tax Assessment Freeze. In 2025, the province froze tax assessments for 2026. That is, for existing properties, 


tax assessments would be the same in 2026 as they were in 2025. This significantly reduced the amount of revenue 


that Five Rivers would receive in 2026. Five Rivers estimates that it forfeited $200k to $250k in revenue because of the 


tax assessment freeze. 


Tax Rate Fairness. In 2025, there was a 17-cent difference between the property tax rate in Harcourt (0.8057) and 


Richibucto Parish (0.6347), even though residents in Harcourt live further away from Rexton and even though residents 


in Richibucto Parish received the same basic services as residents in Harcourt. For 2026, property tax rates have been 


adjusted to reduce this differential to 10 cents: Harcourt will be 0.8025 and Richibucto Parish will be 0.7025. In addition, 


the rate for Weldford was raised from 0.7379 to 0.7755. The property tax rate in Rexton was also increased from 1.3779 


to 1.3985. These changes represent the first rate increases in Five Rivers since municipal reform in 2023. 


General Economic Conditions. Like a household or a business, municipalities pay for a wide variety of products and 


services that are sourced from the public and private sector. In 2025, Five Rivers paid higher prices for these products and 


services, for example, for gas, heat, lights, and many services (legal, accounting, engineering, transportation, etc.). In 2026, 


we assumed that prices would continue to increase for the products and services we use. 


Regional Services. Five Rivers receives several services through the Kent Regional Service Commission, under mandates 


set by the province, including waste collection services. In 2026, the cost of these services will rise more than 10%, from 


$627k in 2025 to $693k. Waste collection in particular will increase from $361k in 2025 to $375k in 2026. 


Fire and Police Protection. Based on requirements for equipment and operations, the budgets for the Rexton Fire 


Department and the Beersville/Harcourt Fire Department have increased from $375k in 2025 to $453k in 2026. In 


addition, special funding was allocated to purchase washing equipment for the Rexton Fire Department and to do roof 


and parking lot repairs for the Beersville Fire Department. With respect to policing service from the RCMP, for 2026 


Five Rivers will pay $1.02M, up $20,000 from 2025. 


Transportation. Five Rivers plans to spend more to repair & maintain transportation infrastructure (streets, roads, curbs, 


sidewalks) in Rexton in 2026. The budget for 2026 is $517k, up from $461k in 2025. In addition, Five Rivers had to allocate 


$59k to pay its share of the cost to upgrade Main Street under the Provincial Municipal Highway Partnership (PMHP) 


program. 


Works Vehicles & Equipment. The public works department has aging and failure-prone assets (vehicles, heavy 


machinery, and equipment, for example, snow clearing machines) and a limited set of small tools and equipment. 


To improve this situation over time, more funds were allocated in the operating budget.  


Staffing. To enhance service quality and service levels, and to better align wages and benefits with like municipalities, 


Five Rivers will increase funding for staffing by approximately $85k in 2026. 


Debt Repayment and Reserve Transfers. In 2026, Five Rivers will pay approximately $45k in interest and principal for 


a new, $350k debenture that was borrowed for a new fire truck for the Rexton Fire Department. To support future

investment in capital assets, Five Rivers plans to transfer approximately $164k to capital reserves (about 3% of the 


overall general operating budget).  


Key factors for 2026 utility operating budget 


Aging Infrastructure. Like many other municipalities, Five Rivers has aging wastewater infrastructure that is at risk of 


failure. In 2025, we paid more than $20k to repair broken sewer pipes on Main Street and $40k to repair our main lagoon 


inlet. In addition, based on the results of a provincial audit and in consultation with our wastewater engineers, our lagoon 


will need further repair and maintenance to meet the requirements for capacity and quality. This work will strain and 


stretch available funds and explains why the rate increase was implemented. 


General Economic Conditions. Like a household or a business, municipalities pay for a wide variety of products and 


services that are sourced from the public and private sector. In 2025, Five Rivers paid higher prices for these products and 


services, for example, for gas, heat, lights, and many services (legal, accounting, engineering, transportation, etc.). In 2026, 


we assumed that prices would continue to increase for the products and services we use. 


Past Deficits & Surpluses. In 2025, Five Rivers recorded $50k in revenue for a surplus it recorded in 2023. In 2026, that 


revenue will drop to $21k based on the surplus recorded in 2024. In addition, in the 2026 budget, Five Rivers will pay 


nearly $19k for a deficit from a prior year. 


Debt Repayment and Reserve Transfers. In 2025, Five Rivers completed a 3-year, $3.1M project to upgrade sewer 


system infrastructure. In 2026, Five Rivers will pay nearly $78k to service the debt related to this project. With respect 


to our utility capital funds, including reserves, Five Rivers will end 2025 with exceptionally low capital funds, in large part 


because we emptied them in 2025 to pay for the $3.1M project that ended in 2025. This left Five Rivers with no 


significant capital funds to pay for future projects, including work that must be done to fix and upgrade the 


wastewater system. For this reason, nearly $80k was allocated to go into capital reserves in 2026.  


Other notes 


In 2026, the following will be true: 


1. Nearly 20% of the Five Rivers general operating budget will go to RCMP policing services, one of the 


highest percentages in the province. 


2. Nearly 30% of the Five Rivers general operating budget will go to protective services, which includes policing, 


fire protection, by-law enforcement, emergency management, and animal control services. 


3. Five Rivers will spend about 10% of its general operating budget on recreation and culture. 


4. In keeping with its remuneration by-law, members of Council will receive a 2.2% increase in their honorarium, 


based on the Consumer Price Index for New Brunswick.
